1.) Temporarily covering soil stockpiles in accordance with the SWPPP. This includes but is not limited 

to plastic sheets, ropes, sandbags, and other associated items for covering pulverized RAP and organic 
stockpiles.  
 

2.) Dust control in accordance with the SWPPP. This generally includes the water truck and operator to 
moisten dry areas that are disturbed and result in dust clouds. Dust clouds may be generated during 
cold plaining, pulverizing, and demolition. Watering the disturbed surfaces is not required for 
activities that do not create dust clouds.  
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
